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GRACE AND PEACGE TO YOU, MY BROTHERS AND SISTERS,

We are on the Fourth Sunday of Lent. We have passed the midway point of Lent and are nearing the sunset of this
beautiful season. The readings for Cycle A are compelling because the stories shared especially invite us to reflect on
our relationship with the Lord and the call to discipleship. The stories focus on the encounter and its fruits for the
people’s future. Last week, we reflected on the Samaritan woman and her profound conversation with Jesus at the
well, a moment that changed her life forever and made her a witness to her community. She was no longer afraid of
her past and was reconciled with her life. She began a new life as a disciple of the Lord.

This weekend's focus is on the story of a man who was born blind, a man on whom everyone has given up, a man who,
because of his condition, is marginalized. He encounters Jesus, and Jesus shows him compassion. He believes in
Jesus’ power to restore his physical sight. Once he believes, he goes and does as Jesus tells him. He recovers his
sight, and his life is restored. Imagine how incredible that moment is for him. All his life, he was in darkness and
excluded because of his blindness, and suddenly, he could see. He can now be independent and do things for himself.
This leads him to testify to others.

That could be us on this journey of Lent. Like the blind man, we are called to move from darkness into light, trusting
in the Lord’s healing and guidance even when the world around us has lost hope. Discipleship requires both humility
and courage, to acknowledge our need for God and to step forward in faith as Jesus invites us. This encounter is not
just about physical sight but about spiritual awakening: recognizing that Christ transforms our lives and grants us a
new purpose. The spiritual awakening enables the blind man to be a strong witness for the Lord. He now must
confront the doubts of those who question his sight and stand firm as a restored man.

Discipleship is not a one-time event but
a journey of continually deepening faith.
The man'’s transformation occurs gradually; he
first gains physical sight and then, through
questioning and challenges, comes to see
Jesus as the Messiah. We, too, are invited to
grow in our relationship with Christ, allowing
our experiences of his mercy and love to
influence how we live and witness to others.
True discipleship involves letting our lives
reflect the light we have received, becoming
signs of hope and compassion in the world
around us.
