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GRACE AND PEACE T0 YOU, MY BROTHERS AND SISTERS,

This Sunday, we observe the Solemnity of the Ascension, marking the end of the Easter season. Next Sunday,
Pentecost Sunday, will signal our transition back to Ordinary Time. As described in the Acts of the Apostles, Jesus
spent 40 days after his Resurrection encouraging his disciples and ensuring they continued his mission. My favorite
part of the Ascension story is when the two men in white, likely angels, appeared to the disciples and asked, “‘Men of
Galilee, why are you standing here looking at the sky? This Jesus, who has been taken up into heaven, will return the
same way you saw him go.”

This passage really speaks to me. As you might have noticed, | am naturally curious and often distracted by my
surroundings. As a boy, | cherished moments on the farm, doing chores with my dad. Sometimes, | would gaze at the
trees, birds, mountains, or anything that caught my eye. My dad would immediately ask, “What are you looking at the
horizon for?” and | would explain that | was distracted by a bird, a tree, or something else. He would reply, “Get
moving; the day is short.” | imagine that the angels are trying to motivate the disciples to move. Their task is
enormous: to share the Good News to the ends of the earth. This sense of urgency highlights the importance of
sharing the Gospel without delay—there’s no time to gaze at the sky. The disciples need to proceed with their
mission. As we come together at Saint Leo the Great, the mission to spread the Good News and make disciples
remains urgent; we must work diligently, trusting in the Lord’s promise.

After the Ascension, the task of spreading the Kingdom of God was handed over to the disciples. With Jesus no
longer present to lead, each apostle was tasked with carrying forward Christ's mission. Likewise, it is our
responsibility to share God's Kingdom. We must take the initiative ourselves. As disciples of Christ in baptism, we
are all called to fulfill Christ's roles as king, prophet, and priest, actively participating in his mission.

As we enter Ordinary Time, let us sincerely
reflect on our role as disciples—whether we
are proactively engaging or merely waiting for
a sign from the Lord. As my father always
reminded me, and as the two angels declared
to the apostles, time is precious, and we must
swiftly embrace Christ’'s mission. He urges us
to proclaim the Good News and assures us of
his constant presence.
